Meri Hovsepyan (Director of Academic Affairs)
presented the suggested changes in the
assessment procedure.

- Recommendations: assess 5-8 grade
students’ progress during the school year
via formative assessment and 4-6
summative tests. As a result of this change,
the current (40% portfolio + 20% tests+40%
final exam) assessment scheme will be
replaced by 40% portfolio + 60% tests
approach. The number of graded tests will
be defined by subject groups, based on
hours taught per week and/or subject
related considerations. Re-tests will be
organized during the semester without
interruption of teaching and learning
process. Students will be given the
opportunity to review material with teachers’
assistance and retake tests as soon as the
student is ready. All re-tests should be taken
by the end of the semester.

- to give more freedom to subject groups
regarding portfolio content.

The subject leader
would then present the portfolio content to
school management for the final approval.
